Jefferson County na-
tive and professional
golfer, Glen Bishop re-
cently became the presi-
dent of  operations for a
new local non-profit foun-
dation known as 4E
Sports, Inc.

I will now have a
foundation backing my
non-profit work, which
will allow for more oppor-
tunities to continue doing
it,” Glen added. 

“This foundation will
help with the credibility,
marketing, communica-
tion and much more, to
create more successful
events which in turn will
allow me the time to invest
in my professional career.

Speaking of  the foun-
dation, Glen said, “We be-
lieve that life can be lived
to the fullest by promoting
the ‘4 E’s: Educate, Exer-
cise, Etiquette and Enjoy-
ment. We feel that by
teaching the ‘4 Es’, we can

create a new persona in an
individual who then can

turn around and greatly
impact others,” said Glen.
